Eligibility Requirements to Apply for an AGBU International Scholarship (U.K.-Based Study)

AGBU offers financial assistance to full-time undergraduate students of Armenian descent enrolled at universities in
the United Kingdom (U.K.) who are U.K. citizens or are permanently residing in the U.K. under the U.K.
immigration laws. Applications for postgraduate studies are also considered on a case by case basis depending on
the proposed field of study.

Applicants who are citizens of Armenia qualify for grants for study outside of Armenia only if a major portion of
the tuition and other expenses - 75 percent or more - has already been secured through foundations, governmental
and state grants, and/or the academic institution they are attending.

The deadline for returning a completed application is May 31.
Incomplete applications or those received after May 31 will not be considered.

Applications will undergo a selective review process, based on the following criteria:
o Academic Excellence
o Financial Need
o  Public and Community Service, with particular attention to their involvement in the
Armenian community

Interviews may be requested, as deemed necessary.

Scholarships are in the form of grants, awarded annually in amounts up to £3,000, and are available for renewal for up to
five (5) years toward college/university education expenses.

AGBU U.K.-based Scholarship recipients will be announced by the end of August.
