Applicants must be enrolled in degree programs at highly competitive colleges and universities in or outside of the
United States with a GPA of 3.5 and above, as measured by the American grading system scale.

Applicants who are citizens of Armenia qualify for grants for study outside of Armenia only if a major portion of
the tuition and other expenses - 75 percent or more - has already been secured through foundations, governmental
and state grants, and/or the academic institution they are attending.

Incomplete applications or those postmarked after May 15 will not be considered.

Complete applications will undergo a selective review process, based on the following criteria:
Academic Excellence
Financial Need
Prior Public and Community Service, with particular attention to their involvement in the
Armenian community

Scholarships are awarded annually in the range of $1,000-5,000.
